TYPES OF EVALUATION

· Process Evaluation- can find problems early on in the program

   --Assessment of the staff, budget review; 

   --location of services or programs;

                --the number of people and background of people receiving services

· Impact Evaluation- can tell if the program has a short-term effect on the knowledge and attitudes of your population

                --measures changes in people’s knowledge, attitudes and beliefs

· Outcome Evaluation – looks to see if the intermediate (behavioral) and long-term project goals were met

         --changes in behaviors

         --changes in the environment, including policies

         --changes in trends in morbidity and mortality rates
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
